After extensive community consultation a school configuration plan has been adopted by the
Board of Education that will allow for:

facilities
e Maximizing success/completion rates for our vulnerable students

family development in school and neighbourhoods

¢ Increasing the use of flexible learning spaces.

Vision 2020 will provide a structure which includes Kindergarten to Grade 6 in our existing
elementary schools creating room for Full Day Kindergarten and the possibility of having three
and four year old programs in the future. Moving grade sevens to our existing secondary school
will allow for the creation of middle schools (a school within a school for Grades 7 to 9). The
middle school model will facilitate for integrated student experiences in English, mathematics,
social studies and science and an exploration of elective opportunities through multidisciplinary
teacher teams. Grade 10 to 12 will continue to focus on the Ministry Graduate program leading
students to high school graduation and transition for post-secondary opportunities.

The framework

outlined the recommendations under the following four headings: one, Differentiated Instruction,

t wo , Educatorsd Qualifications, three, Communi cat
2011, the Board supported the detailed implementation plan for the Student Services Internal

Review.

Support Plan for Children in Continuing Care

In December and June of each school year, schools submit a report to the district identifying the
children in Continuing Care with Ministry of Children and Family Development. The report
identifies the support plan to ensure that every school in the district has an individual staff
member to oversee the educational plan of children in care. Each plan tries to link educators,
child welfare workers and caregivers/parents to create strategies together to support and
monitor children in care.

New Service Delivery Model for Student Support- Case Managers

A case manager in each school will manage the Individual Education Plans (IEP) of all

designated students to facilitate consistency, quality and currency. For most students the case

manager will be the learning assistance teacher or the learning support teacher. Students who

have behavior challenges will be case managed by district or school counselors. The case

manager will ensure that the goals and objectivesi n | EPs refl ect the student

Full Day Kindergarten Program

This year all kindergarten programs will be full time. We continue to be excited about the
opportunity of having all of our five year olds attend full day. The feedback from teachers
regarding the positive development they have seen in the students is encouraging. We have
built in opportunities for continued conversation about play based curriculum, outdoor play and
the development of the whole child. Aboriginal levelled readers, books and teacher resources
have also been provided to all Full Day Kindergarten classes to ensure Aboriginal presence in
the classroom. Ongoing support will continue to be provided for StrongStart, Kindergarten, and
Primary students as we work towards a more seamless curriculum.

Halgemeylem Language Program

We have recently completed a short term language project with two Full Day Kindergarten
classes and will continue to work on securing a full year language project for 2011-2012. To
ensure the success of an Indigenous Language program in Mission Public Schools, we will be
working with partner groups to implement and continue to provide a basis for language
preservation and First Nations language opportunities.

Early Learning Centres




Introduction Context

Ecole Mission Central and Albert McMahon Elementary Schools are part of a three year, 0-8
Early Learning Pilot Project. The vision for the centres is working towards practices unique to
their school communities that are creating a seamless blend of learning and caring for all young
children 0-8 and their families. We are working with a variety of agencies in the community, as
well as Coquitlam School District, and two researchers Jane Bertrand and Jane Beach.

Elementary Summer Learning Opportunities

There is an opportunity for our most vulnerable Grade 3 to Grade 6 students to attend a
summer camp. This camp emphasizes physical and emotional/social well-being, literary/fine
arts skills, and attitudes and will have an Aboriginal cultural focus. Students receive breakfast
and lunch and are given a backpack full of school supplies and books. Students are selected by
their teachers as those who would most benefit from this program.

Settlement Worker in Schools Program Initiative i (SWIS)

We have completed the third year of the BC Settlement Worker in School Program initiative.
The settlement worker in our district assists newcomer immigrant children and their families with
their adaptations in schools and the community. Along with supporting our new immigrant
students in schools, the settlement worker provides families with information and support in the
following areas: housing, legal issues, English as a second language, immigration matters,
mental health - counselling, employment, family relations, post-secondary education and the
school system. Throughout the year, the settlement worker facilitates workshops and fieldtrips
on the following topics: Aboriginal awareness, cross-culture communication, Mission Library and
Museum, family storytelling, cultural adaptation, multicultural connection to the community,
literacy, parenting skills and healthy cooking among others. The program has also funded some
elementary students to attend summer camps. This summer we are planning to provide the
same opportunity for a summer camp to ten Middle School students who are either second
generation Canadians or newcomers.

Mission Public Schools has provided professional learning opportunities to administrators and

staff by providing ongoing research and dialogue in the area of poverty and its effects on

children and families through Ruby Payneb6s resear
